When:   
Select weekend days, between 10:00am and 4:00pm 
 
What’s Included: 

• Explore the museum, fly a simulator, start up an early plane with the 
spin of a propeller, control a flying World War I era “Jenny,” listen to 
radio transmissions from area airports, dress as an aviator, complete 
with jacket, goggles, and helmet, and much more!    

• A party room reserved for two hours, decorated with “Happy 
Birthday” banner, table coverings, and colorful windsocks.  (All food 
and beverages are restricted to the party room only). 

• Flight Simulators 
• One activity selected from the list below.   
• Ten gift bags (the museum provides small aviation trinkets only).  

You may bring extra non-food party favors to supplement the gift 
bags.  If you would like to purchase additional aviation-related 
“stuffers” for your gift bags, our museum store, The Prop Shop, sells a 
wide variety of toys under $2. 

• Birthday badges the children decorate and wear 
• A CPAM T-Shirt for the birthday child.

You Provide: 
• You may bring your own birthday cake (no chocolate), ice cream 

(no cones, chocolate or sauces), and drinks (no color juices, such as 
red or grape).   

• You must supply your own plates, cups, napkins, and all other 
necessary utensils. 

• You must provide a list of guest names for the museum staff. 
 
What You Need to Know: 
  

 College Park Aviation Museum does not provide space availability for 
early set up or storage of party supplies. 

 
 The parent or guardian planning the party should arrive 30 minutes 

before the guests are scheduled to arrive. 
 

 Each guest must wear a birthday badge in order to have access to the 
museum. This enables the museum staff to distinguish party guests from 
other museum visitors. Guests will make birthday badges upon arrival. 

 
 A staff member will be available to greet you and your guests upon 

arrival and assist you during your two-hour party reservation time. 
 

 Additional hanging decorations and confetti are not permitted. The 
museum staff will decorate the museum’s auditorium with a “Happy 
Birthday” banner and windsocks before guests arrive. 

 
 Music is not allowed in the party room or elsewhere in the museum. 

 
 All food and beverages served during the party must remain in the 

party room only. Food and beverages are strictly prohibited in the 
museum gallery.  

 
 Foods and beverages that stain are strictly prohibited. These foods 

include chocolate cake, chocolate icing, chocolate sauce, grape 
juice, and red fruit punch. 

 
 Tomato-based foods (INCLUDING PIZZA) are strictly prohibited. 

 
 Alcoholic-beverages are strictly prohibited. 

 
 Reservation form and a payment of $200 must be received by the 

museum no later than two weeks prior to the scheduled event.  
Additional expenses, such as additional guest admissions, must be 



paid in full the day of the party. Guest list must be provided on the day 
of the birthday party. 

 
 Birthday Party size is limited to 15 children, including the birthday child 

and his or her siblings. 
 

 While in the museum, all children and guests must stay outside airplane 
barriers and do not touch any display cases. As a museum, it is our 
mission to preserve, protect, and interpret our collection of 
irreplaceable artifacts and share them with the public. Should birthday 
party guests cause any damage to our collection or our building; the 
hosting family can be held responsible.  

 
 Outdoor pedal planes may be driven by children under 6 years of age 

only. 
 

 College Park Aviation Museum reserves the right to escort from the 
premises any guest(s) not acting in an appropriate and considerate 
manner with respect to museum property and to other museum visitors. 

 
 
Directions to the College Park Aviation Museum: 
 
From the Beltway 
Take Exit 23 South, Kenilworth Ave. (Rt. 201). Go 1 ½ miles and turn right 
onto Paint Branch Parkway. At the next traffic Light, turn right onto Cpl. 
Frank Scott Dr. Go two blocks and follow signs into our parking lot.   
 
From US Route 1 
Turn onto Paint Branch Parkway at the intersection in front of the main 
entrance to the University of Maryland. At the 4th traffic light, turn left onto 
Cpl. Frank Scott Dr. Go two blocks and follow signs into our parking lot.
